The secretary-General of the lnternational Maritime organization has the honour lo invile

nominations for candidates for the 2022lMO Awafi for Exceptional Bravery at Sea'

For this purpose, annex 1 to this circular letter contains guidelines defining the purpose of, and

the criteria ior granting the Award; the process by which nominations for the Award will be

sought, consideied, assessed, judged and decided; the form of the Award; and the manner in

whi;h it will be awarded. ln this connection, following the Council's decasion, at

its 120th session in July 2018, the Award Guidelines were amended in order to widen the

spectrum of the nomination criteria to include exceptional acts of seamanship, as well as

bravery (annex '1, paragraph 3).

Nominations for the Award may be made by:

- United Nations Member States;
- intergovernmentalorganizations;and/or
- non-lou"rn.ental iniernational organizations in consultative slalus with IMO-

The recipient of the Award will be presented with a medal, which will be accompanied by a

certificate citing the act of exceptional bravery performed. The presentation will take place at

a special cereriony to be held in conjunction with the celebration of a major IMO occasion, as

appropriate. A lisi of previous recipients of the Award is attached in annex 2 to this

circular letter.

Governments/organizationS, together with the nomination form, and a short narrative of events

(not exceeding three pages). ln this connection, it would be appreciated if Governments and

organizations, when nominating candidates, provide, in paragraph 7 of annex 4, suflicient
iniormation on the rescue act in the narrative, most especially the reasons why the rescue

act in question warrants the description of "exceptional bravery at sea", lo enable a proper and

fair assessment by the judging panels.
